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Green Belt Update
In the September Bulletin we reported that Havering is preparing a new Local
Plan which provides developers a statutory opportunity to bid to take areas out
of the Green Belt for development, mainly residential. In September, 47 sites
had been identified across the Borough with four in Upminster and three in
Cranham. There have now been a further two sites added to the list in
Upminster. The total sites under consideration now stands at 56 (see our
website for details). Council officers will have to assess each application and
consult widely before any decision can be made. This is a significant issue for us
given our proximity to large areas of Green Belt and we are keeping in close
touch with officers on this. The submission of the new Local Plan is due in
spring 2016. We will continue to keep you updated on this important matter.

Plastic Bag Tax Grab
As from last month, single use plastic carrier bags carry a 5p charge. The
charge applies to larger stores and does not include paper bags. The
proceeds, estimated at £110m a year, are to be used on initiatives to reduce
litter and encourage recycling as well as supporting charitable causes.
However, it has emerged that the Treasury will be charging VAT on the
plastic bags, netting the Government some £19m a year. Where it has been
introduced elsewhere, the initiative has seen a huge reduction in the use of
plastic carrier bags. But in Northern Ireland the bags are exempt from VAT
with all the revenue going towards the environment and charities, the same
should apply in England. While some plastic bags are transparent, the
government's policy on the charge is not quite so see-through!
