the issues facing our young 
residents which focused on anti-
social behaviour especially in 
our open spaces.  As a result, and 
taking into account the improving 
weather, we have agreed that anti-
social behaviour will be one of our 
priorities for the next quarter. 

Due to some excellent proactive 
work by our Safer Neighbourhood 
Team (SNT), shoplifting o� ences 
have reduced from 30 to 14 in the 
quarter.  Our SNT are working 
closely with the shops to identify 
proli� c o� enders using IT to 
support the work of obtaining 
Criminal Behaviour Orders 
(CBOs). � ese have the e� ect 
of banning o� enders from the 
area. We did agree to maintain 
shoplifting as a priority.  

Residential burglary numbers 
have remained static at 8 this 
quarter. � ere have been some 
non-residential burglaries 
a� ecting local businesses but the 
police are following active leads.

� eft of Motor Vehicles has 
regrettably increased this quarter 
from 7 last quarter to 15 this, 
although theft from vehicles has 
reduced from 16 to 7. A number 
have been stolen from the Station 
car park.  Delivery Mopeds 

have also been stolen. We have 
therefore agreed that Motor 
Vehicle crime should be the third 
priority for the quarter.

Lower Thames 
Crossing and 
the closure 
of Ockendon 
Road
� e issue of the road closure, and 
in particular the length of time 
that was originally indicated, has 
been an ongoing discussion with 
National Highways whenever 
we (Cabinet) and the Council 
have met with them. We have 
constantly raised our concerns due 
to the impact on residents, schools 
and businesses, including the 
access to the Crematorium from 
the south and east.
As the project has developed  and 
with Balfour Beatty (BB) coming 
on board as the main contractor, 
the indicated timescales have 
been reduced. BB are proposing 
a temporary roadway adjacent to 
the bridge which could further 
reduce the total closure period, 
though the closure cannot be fully 
avoided.
� e speci� c timescale has not yet 
been determined but the project 
plans are now being worked up 

with the imperative of limiting the 
closure as a key factor.
� ere are not as yet any details 
on the arrangements that would 
be put in place for things such 
as bus service re-routing during 
any closure, but the Council 
is continuing to liaise with the 
project team on such matters as 
the project details and timelines 
are developed. We will as usual, 
keep you informed of any news 
regarding the Lower � ames 
Crossing in the Bulletin and on our 
website.

Faded Signs - 
St. Lawrence 
Road
Noting that the times on the 
parking restriction signage, along 
the length of St.Lawrence Road, 
had faded and were almost 
illegible, I reported this through 
to the Highways Section and have 
had it con� rmed that these will 
be replaced. Restrictions aren't 
always popular with everyone but 
it should be clear when and where 
parking is permissible or not.

New Speed 
Cameras
New “stealth” or “4K” speed 
cameras are being introduced in 
parts of London by Transport for 
London as part of ongoing e� orts 
to improve road safety. � ese 
cameras are hard to see, they 
use radar technology and high-
resolution imaging, meaning they 
do not rely on road markings or a 
visible � ash. � ey are also capable 
of monitoring multiple lanes and 
directions at the same time.
Unlike some older cameras that 
capture a single moment, there 
are indications that this newer 
technology can track vehicles over 
a distance. � is allows it to identify 
exactly which vehicle is speeding, 
even in heavier tra�  c.
It is worth noting that not 
all details, including speci� c 
locations, have been fully 
con� rmed. � e key message for 
drivers is however straightforward: 
maintaining the correct speed 

consistently along a stretch of road 
is increasingly important.

Road works in 
Corbets Tey
Following complex and lengthy 
gas repair works by Cadent in 
Corbets Tey village (February/
March), I contacted the council 
to request the repainting of road 
markings and road hatchings, 
including bus stop markings.
In places, the road markings were 
faded and almost non-existent 
and could have a� ected road 
safety (especially on the bend at 
the junction with Harwood Hall 
Lane and the bend near Sunnings 
Lane).  � is, coupled with Cadent's 
shoddy repair of areas which had 
been dug up, made the road look 
very neglected and patchy.
I am pleased to say the repainting 
took place at the end of April and 
all road markings have been fully 
reinstated.  I was particularly 
happy to be able to get this work 
done just before I completed my 
term as a ward councillor in May.

Cashless 
parking 
contract  
Havering Council recently 
announced the award a contract 
for cashless parking payment 
functionality services to RingGo 
Limited for a period of two 
years from 1st May 2026 until 
30 April 2028. Th e reason for 
me publicising this, is that it 
was recently highlighted in 
the national press that the 
Government were encouraging 
local authorities to start using the 
National Parking Platform (NPP) 
as a means for people to pay 
for parking. However, Havering 
Council have decided not to do 
this, as although it would save 
the council money, charges 
related to cashless parking would 
automatically be passed onto 
customers, eff ectively raising the 
cost of parking.

Local road 
maintenance 
ratings 
2025-26
Th e Department for Transport 
(DoT) have published local road 
maintenance ratings for every 
local authority in England. Th e 
ratings, which range from green 
(highest) through amber to red 
(lowest), measure how well 
each local highway authority 
is maintaining its local roads 
and are based on three areas, 
the current condition of local 
roads, how much each local 
highway authority is spending on 
maintaining its local roads, and 

how eff ectively each local highway 
authority follows best practice 
in highways maintenance – for 
example by using technologies 
to fi x and prevent potholes more 
effi  ciently. Each authority is then 
given an overall rating. For the 
London Borough of Havering, the 
ratings are as follows:

 Condition – Amber
 Spend – Green
 Wider best practice – Amber

New bone 
scanner for St 
George’s Hub

bone density and strength 
closer to home, thanks to a new 
DEXA scanner which has been 
unveiled at St George’s Health and 
Wellbeing Hub in Hornchurch. 
Th e scanner was generously part 
funded by the Hindu Society of 
Havering, which raised £60,000 
through a range of community 
initiatives including functions, 
festivals and general donations. 
Th e remainder of the £111,000 
cost was provided by the King 
George and Queen’s Hospitals 
Charity.
It is the Trust’s fi rst scanner of 
this type in the community,

I watched the Wuthering Heights 
fi lm without ever having read the 
original novel by Emily Brontë 
and thus, I had no assumptions. 
However, when I watched it 
I loved it! Th e fi lm focuses 
heavily on the atmosphere of the 
Yorkshire moors, which makes 
the whole story feel cold, isolated 
and slightly haunting. It’s not a 
glamorous period drama at all, it’s 
gritty, raw and incredibly moving 
at times. 
Th e relationship between 
Heathcliff  and Catherine came 
across as complicated and often 

destructive rather than romantic. 
Th eir connection is clearly 
powerful but also frustrating to 
watch as many of their choices 
lead to anger and jealousy. For 
this reason, I viewed the story as 
more of a tragedy than a romance. 
Even though I’ve heard those who 
read the book were not overjoyed 
with the inconsistencies in the 
fi lm, I could tell the fi lm was 
trying to capture the emotional 
intensity of the story. Th e slow 
pacing and quiet scenes made it 
feel very atmospheric. 
If you watch the fi lm and need 
more of a Wuthering Heights fi x, 
“Th e Most Wuthering Heights 
Day” is in Southend and Margate 
on 26th July. You will be able to 
see and/or partake in a crowd of 
people in red dresses recreating 
the iconic dance from Kate Bush’s 
Wuthering Heights. It’s chaotic, 
dramatic and strangely perfect for 
a story like this.
